Maundy Thursday, April 1 @ 7p This Thursday is called “Maundy,” which means
“command,” from the verse in John's gospel in which Jesus commands us to love an-
other as he loved us. At this service we hear the merciful words of forgiveness. We hear
about Jesus’ last meal with his disciples before his death, and Jesus washing his disci-
ples’ feet. You are invited to have a bowl of water and towel ready to wash your hands.
Finally the candles are put out and the cross removed as we hear the call to go to dark
Gethsemane.

Good Friday, April 2@ 7p In ancient times this day was called the Triumph of the
Cross. English speakers now call the day Good (originally “God’s” Friday) because we
know the end of the story. We will hear about the things Jesus carried, A Crown of
Thorns, A cross, Unfulfilled Hopes, Rejection and The Amazing Love of God. The ser-
vice concludes when at the foot of the life-giving cross we pray for everyone and every-
thing on earth and engage in a ritual of reverence for the cross on which hung Christ,
the savior of the whole world.

Easter Sunday, April 4@ 10:30a  Easter morning brings fear wrapped in possi-
bilities for the women at the tomb. Rather than the end to the story of Jesus, it was the
beginning of the story of the church and that was going to require courage and faith for
ALL who have heard the good news throughout the ages, and, in that, nothing has
changed! Have your noise makers ready to celebrate throughout this service!
